Above all, it will be
fun, out of class based learning. A timetable will be drawn up to include a
mixture of activities at a later date.

The cost for this residential trip will be £106 per pupil .

Payment for this trip will be available on-line from the evening of Tuesday 18"
October once you are in receipt of the electronic payment instructions. The
payment schedule is as follows:-

o Non refundable deposit of £17 by 21* October 2011.
o 2" deposit of £45 by 5™ December 2011.
e Final balance of £44 by 30" January 2012.

You can of course make one payment of £106 if this is preferred. If for any
reason you are unable to make on-line payments, please contact Mrs Light in
the school office for alternative payment methods.

The Year 3 end of year trip came in under budget and as a result of this,
surplus money remained. These funds have been offset against the cost of
this residential.

Although the cost of this trip is a voluntary contribution, if we do not receive
these contributions by the due dates, a decision will be taken as to whether
the trip can take place.
